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1. The Equal Rights Amendment was first proposed in 1923 to affirm that women and men have equal rights under the law.

2. Equality of rights under the law shall not be denied or abridged by the United States or by any state on account of sex.

6. Some consider the ERA to be the next necessary step after the 19th Amendment (affirming women's right to vote) in guaranteeing "equal justice under law" to all citizens.
7. On March 22, 1972, the proposed 27th Amendment to the Constitution was sent to the states for ratification because The Equal Rights Amendment had passed the U.S. Senate and the House of Representatives.

8. Only 35 out of the necessary 38 states had ratified it.
